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The Holley Geck Memorial Junior Showing Trophy competition is open 
to JerseyNZ Junior members who show a Jersey heifer calf at calf club 
days (school and/or A & P shows).

JerseyNZ would like to thank the Geck family for allowing us to 
dedicate this trophy in Holley’s memory.

CONDITIONS FOR ENTRY:
1.	 The animal entered is to be a heifer calf. Only one animal may be 

entered per Junior member.
2.	 Clipping is not permitted. 
3.	 Entrants must enter the competition by 1 October each year. On 

receiving the entry, JerseyNZ will send a booklet to be filled in at 
each event attended. The booklet must be filled in by the entrant, 
and verified by a steward, show secretary or judge present at the 
show.

4.	 Classes at the following events are eligible for the calculation of 
points:

-	 School calf club shows
-	 All calf club classes at A & P shows
-	 Any open, novice and junior classes at A & P Shows
-	 Jersey Club shows and Jersey Club field days
-	 Recognised events such as NZ Dairy Event and Jersey Classic

5.	 The animal must be registered with JerseyNZ at the time the award 
placings are calculated.
