4. Clipping is permitted and there is no restriction as to whether this 1st place: 3 points for each placing received
is carried out by the Junior member concerned or by some other 2nd place: 2 points for each placing received
person. 3rd place: 1 point for each placing received
5. Classes at the following events are eligible for the calculation of
points: Milk classes:
- Any open, novice and junior classes at A & P Shows 1st place: 6 points for each placing received
- Jersey Club shows and Jersey Club field days 2nd place: 4 points for each placing received
- Recognised events such as NZ Dairy Event and Jersey Classic 3rd place: 2 points for each placing received
6. Classes at the following events are NOT eligible for the calculation
of points: Championship:
- any calf club classes at school or at A & P Shows. Champion: 2 points
7. Any animals to contribute points for the Marcus Trotter Award must Reserve: 1 point
